Kelley Park Committee Meeting
April 7,2014 - 5:30 pm - TTCC
Minutes

The minutes of February 17, 2014 were reviewed.

Field Needs
Fencing for Dug-outs: Christina reports that we have 4 rolls of fencing. She will follow up to see how big

they are and let Scott Doucette know. Scott is meeting with Superior Fence next week and will need to
know how much we have.

Tru-Green: We have contracted with them and they will be doing four treatments on the park.

Porta Potties: Christina is following up on this. She had not received many quotes. We need a total of 9
between the town and TTCC.

Maintenance Needs

Storage: The TTCC Babe Ruth Commission has asked if they can build a storage area behind the first
base dug-out that would hold the rakes, lime, liner and other equipment. It will be similar to what is at
Wells Field. Scott suggested we might want to build it along the third base dug-out as it would be more
visible to passing traffic and have less chance of being vandalized. Christina will get a memo to the
Selectboard on this to see if we can get permission. Les offered to have one of us attend the meeting to
answer questions if needed.

Water: Barb asked if we need Matt to turn the water on. Christina will check with Tim on this.

Other: The bathroom door locks need to be checked again. We still have not found the correct door
knobs so that the doors don’t get locked when nobody is in there. Also, we need to see if the door on
the right bathroom needs to be replaced as last year we had two people get locked in and they couldn’t
open it to get out.

Joint Loss Management Update
Lock Out/Tag Out System: Christina will go ahead and order this.

End Caps for Bleachers: We need to see if these are plastic or metal. We had discussed welding them
on if they are metal. Christina will follow up with Tim Lacasse on this.

Steamer: Les reports that after some research it has been found that the steamer actually belongs to
the Bristol Historical Society. Doug Williams is doing follow up with Lucille Keegan on this to decide if we
try to sell it for scrap or just get rid of it. As far as the Lobster & Chicken Supper goes Scott said that he
has a brother-in-law that can access boilers to use that day.



Playground Update

Dorcas reports that we have exceeded our fundraising goal. The Committee has raised $51,000 to date.
Hogan & Company, Builders have offered to help with the build day. Jim Nyberg is willing to take the
lead for us that day. At this point we are fundraising for the landscaping extras that we would like to
see. These include flower beds and benches and a tree or two.

Sandbox: Jim had thought about using cut telephone poles around the sandbox for edging. He spoke
with a number of people and found that these are not an acceptable material from a liability standpoint.
He said that he does have a woodlot where he can get logs out to cut for this area. Dorcas said that
Prescott Farm has an area with short logs around them. Selene will check with them and see if they
treat their logs with anything to make them last longer. Les will also put this out through the listserve
for NH Parks & Rec to see if anyone else has used them. If we don’t use stumps it was suggested we
could use rocks. Scott said JP Morrison can get us any rocks that we need.

Build Day: Christina will check with the Town on getting approval for the Highway Department to help
with prep and possibly on that day. We could have them remove the equipment and take the swings up
earlier that week if needed. We still need to determine if we are using boulders for edging or if we will
also need to get some edging material for areas of the playground.

Rotary: Les reports that Krystal went and spoke with the Bristol Rotary Club last Thursday and did a
great job. Rotary will be meeting with a few other groups and then a final decision will be made on
what project they choose to support. The Club also expressed interest in working with Pasquaney
Garden Club to put in the flower boxes and maintain them. Jim said that he felt we could build 4 — 6
planter boxes for $5,000.

Other: We also want to get 1 — 2 trees for the area. Jim said that Mark Braley might be able to help
with this. We also want to keep on the Kelley Park Master Plan agenda the tiered seating that has been
suggested to be built into the banking. Also, the irrigation should be a primary goal.

It was suggested that we have Joel St. Pierre check our swings as well to assess if we need to do
anything to them to keep them compliant.
