The meeting opened at 7:00 p.m.  Alternate Steve Favorite sat in for one of the open member 

positions.  As no-one had arrived for the Minor Site Plan, Ms. DeStefano moved to the PCC’s 

and explained that they were not binding on either the applicant or the Board but would be the 

Board’s best answers based on what was represented.  Also, that the applicant should not do 

anything financially based on what was said. 

 

PCC:  CAROLYN PARKER (FOR CUMBERLAND FARMS): 

Ms. Parker explained that they wish to begin a Smart Pay program.  This would be a 4 ¼” x 60” 

insert to the large sign where prices would change every 8 seconds.  They also wish to place Led 

pump toppers with a 1’ X 2’ sign that changes prices in place of the present manual pump 

toppers. 

 

Mr. Paradis read the section on signs, page 24 of the Zoning Ordinance, and the Board agreed 

that the large sign would need a Variance.   

 

The Board then questioned whether or not the pump toppers would be considered to be signs.   

Ms. Parker stated that they were not considered signs on the manual pump toppers.  Mr. Paradis 

then read the description of what a sign is.  Ms. DeStefano questioned what the State requires to 

be on the pumps.  She felt that if they require this, then they must be allowed.  Mr. Paradis 

pointed out that Section E allows for conditional use with a revised Site Plan.  Ms. Parker 

mentioned that they are on 24 hours a day but dim at night.  After much discussion, the Board 

felt that they needed more research on this and will get back to the secretary who shall e-mail 

the results to Ms. Parker.  She was thanked for coming in. 
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Mr. Dingman mentioned that liquid crystal might be a better option.  Mr. Favorite explained that 

there is a station in Tilton the Board might want to look at.  Mr. Paradis stated that the present 

signs on the pumps are required by the State.

C. Dingman made a motion, second by S. Favorite, to approve the minutes as amended.  The 

motion carried with 1 abstention. 

 

COMMUNICATIONS:  Mr. Dingman took “The Source” to read.  Looked at was a DES 

Approval for Operation for Newton Gleason, 85 Fox Run, #107-043 and a survey for Doris 

Merrill, 55 Fourth St. 

 

CONTINUED MINOR SITE PLAN:  ANSON & GENEVIEVE SMITH 

As no-one was present, the Board felt that Mr. Smith misunderstood that he needed to be the 

one to continue this application and advised the secretary to notify him after they continued his 

case once more.   

 

C. Dingman made a MOTION, second by D. Paradis, to CONTINUE THE MINOR SITE 

PLAN FOR ANSON & GENEVIEVE SMITH TO MARCH 12, 2014.  The motion CARRIED. 

 

REPORTS: 

HDC:  Mr. Dingman stated that the HDC met last night and discussed continued work on the 

Historic Resource Inventory.  

 

SELECTMEN:  Mr. Denning stated that they are still involved with the budget and that the 

Budget Committee did not finish theirs as yet. 
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CIP:  Have not met yet. 

 

SURVEY:  Mr. Dingman reported that Mr. Izard (LRPC) presented a summary of the results.  

These have been edited and he has submitted them with a summary for the web site.  Mr. 

Dingman pointed out that Mr. Izard missed deleting the reference to the appendix on the first 

page.  Mr. Dingman will see to this and prepare it for the web site.  He plans on getting it out 

before the weekend. 

 

OTHER: 

Ms. DeStefano noted that we still need two members on the Board.  A discussion followed as to 

how to recruit folks and Mr. Dingman suggested that we gather the names that were willing to 

help from the survey and invite them in to a meeting.   

 

Mr. Favorite questioned the $250. allowed in our budget for training seminars.  He felt that it is 

not enough, especially as we need new members.  He also feels that the present members need 

to attend some of the seminars to stay up with things. 

 

NEXT MEETING:  Our next meeting is February 26
th

 .  Atty. Waugh will be speaking on the 

latest law updates.  The secretary will remind all Boards the Friday before.  Ms. DeStefano 

stated that we shall be looking at the Site Plan/Subdivision Regulations and Architectural 

Guidelines at our March meeting.  Applicants have until noon on Feb. 14 to apply for the March 

12
th

 meeting. 

 

With no other business before the Board, C. Dingman made a motion, second by S. Favorite, to 

adjourn at 8:15 p.m.
